Day 1: Sunday, May 9, 2027 Overnight Flight Set out on a
journey full of dramatic contrasts. Come to know Iceland; a
place where steaming lava fields reflect a volcanic nature and
massive glaciers sculpt mountains and valleys, leaving behind
thundering waterfalls and plunging fjords.

Day 2: Monday, May 10, 2027 Reykjavik, Iceland Begin in the
capital city of Reykjavik. Get to know your fellow travelers
during an Icelandic lunch at a popular local restaurant. Next,
join a walking tour of old town Reykjavik and learn about the
city hall, the harbor, the Parliament building, and the nearby
cathedral dating from 1796 before checking into your hotel
later in the afternoon. (L)

Day 3: Tuesday, May 11, 2027 Reykjavik - Golden Circle -
Reykjavik Travel the Golden Circle and experience renowned
natural wonders. Marvel at the double-cascade Gullfoss
waterfall, the explosive Geysir thermal area, and the famous
Thingvellir National Park where you'll stand upon the crest of
the Mid-Atlantic Ridge. Along the way, stop at a family-run
dairy farm to enjoy various cheeses and their famous ice
cream during a light lunch. Your day ends with a visit to
Fridheimar's stud farm and greenhouse cultivation center to
learn about the tradition of breeding Icelandic show horses as
well as how pesticide-free produce is grown with the aid of
geothermal energy before returning back to Reykjavik. (B, L)

Day 4: Wednesday, May 12, 2027 Reykjavik - Akranes -
Borgarnes Explore the western side of Iceland’s coastline and
visit Akranes, an old fishing town at the base of Akrafjall
Mountain. Don’t forget to capture a photo of one of the most
picturesque lighthouses* in the world. Perhaps, you'll climb up
the stairs to take in its stunning views. Listen to mysterious
stories about this area, or take a leisurely walk along the
historical harbor if you choose. Continue to Deildartunguhver,
the highest-flowing hot spring in Europe. Stroll along several
wooden walkways and observation points to explore the hot
springs safely. Listen to local stories and legends while visiting
Barnafoss, which translates to “the Children’s Falls.” Your day
comes to an end in Borgarnes, a small West Iceland town with
deep Viking roots. (B)

Day 5: Thursday, May 13, 2027 Borgarnes - Olafsvik -
Borgarnes Begin your day with stunning views on your way to
Olafsvik, located in the northern part of the Snaefellsnes
Peninsula. Spend some time exploring this small fishing town
and enjoy lunch on your own before joining a whale watching
cruise® Experience an authentic trip in the Breidafjordur Bay,
which is one of the best spots to have a good chance to
experience amazing whales in nature. Take in views of Mount
Kirkjufell with its iconic shape and freestanding form; this is
one of the most photographed landscapes in Iceland. Witness
Kirkjufellsfoss, a beautiful series of waterfalls, before returning
to Borgarnes for an evening at leisure. (B, D)

Day 6: Friday, May 14, 2027 Borgarnes - Vik Learn about
geothermal renewable energy on a visit to Hellisheidavirkjun,
the largest power station in Iceland and the second largest
geothermal power station in the world. Visit the Lava
Exhibition Center and delve into Iceland’s past and present
volcanic eruptions. Afterward, witness Seljalandsfoss, a
rushing waterfall where you may walk behind the water for
unique views from the inside out. Arrive in Vik, Iceland's
southernmost village, and one of the most remarkable spots
in Iceland. (B, D)

Day 7: Saturday, May 15, 2027 Vik - Reynisfjara - Vik Drive
along the scenic south shore to the Skégar Museum. Discover
its turf-built houses and its collection of farm and domestic
artifacts. Nearby, find the impressive Skdogafoss waterfall, one
of the tallest in Iceland. Behold Reynisfjara, a black volcanic
sand beach scattered with caves and surrounded by basalt

The overall activity level of this tour is a level 3. This means you're an on-
the-go traveler. You don't want to miss a thing, so walking and standing for
longer periods of time (2-3 hours) isn't a big deal. A moderately paced two-
and-a-half-hour walking tour, covering several miles, hills, and uneven
surfaces, is no problem for you. Walking four miles over the course of a day
is very doable, as is climbing into and out of various modes of
transportation (tuk-tuk, cable car, zodiac, etc.). You can climb three flights
of stairs easily and handle altitudes between 6,000 and 9,000 feet. Expect
some longer days with early mornings or late nights balanced with free
time to recharge or set out on your own adventure. This level is not a fit for
travelers who require mobility assistance devices.

Travel with an average of 37 people (maximum of 44).

HEEChildren under the age of 12 are not permitted at Sky Lagoon and an
alternative will be provided.

*If you wish to climb up the Akranes Lighthouse, there are four levels with
steep pitched stairs to each mezzanine.

Whale watching cruise boats requires you have a good balance and agility
to embark and disembark. The cruise sails out in the large and open fjord,
and if you are prone to sea sickness, please ensure you bring appropriate
medication.

In Olafsvik, the whale watching will be aboard cruise boats which require
good balance and agility to embark and disembark. The cruise sails out
into a large and open fjord; travelers prone to sea sickness should take
appropriate precautions.

If you require any special assistance while on tour, please make us aware at
time of reservation so the necessary request form can be sent to your
attention.

Appropriate clothing is critical to fully enjoying your trip. Iceland’s weather
conditions are ever-changing and require sturdy waterproof shoes and
layers of waterproof and windproof clothing.

Most natural sites, such as waterfalls, beaches, and lava fields, require
walking on unpaved, uneven surfaces that are slippery from ice and rain.

Due to long-distance travels to the Jokulsarlon Glacial Lagoon, you may
expect free time after 1:30 p.m. for lunch on your own.

***During the months of April and October, the Jékulsarlén Glacial Lagoon
cruise may not operate due to seasonality. This is reflected in the land price
for these time periods.
