Day 1: Sunday, September 26, 2027 Halifax, Nova
Scotia Explore the picture-perfect region known as
Canada’s Maritime Provinces. Venture along its rugged
and pristine beauty, all while getting to know its
Acadian, Mi'lkmag, and Gaelic cultures. As flight arrival
times into Halifax will vary throughout the day, there are
no scheduled activities today.

Head to one
of the most picturesque spots in all of Canada - Peggy's
Cove.

Cabot Trail - Baddeck Set off for a full-day exploration
of Cabot Trail. Fall in love with its rugged terrain and
spectacular views of the Atlantic Ocean. Visit the famed
St. Peter's Church in Cheticamp. Enjoy a picnic lunch in
Cape Breton Highlands National Park. Take in the
guaint charms of nearby fishing communities along the
coast, including the lovely Pleasant Bay. (B, L)

Day 6: Friday, October 1, 2027 Baddeck - Prince
Edward Island Explore the amazing range of inventions
on display at the Alexander Graham Bell Museum.
Afterward, take a short ferry ride to Prince Edward
Island, the “Land Cradled on the Waves.” Arrive in
Charlottetown with time to explore this fascinating city
on your own.
