Day 1 – Friday, November 13
Depart from your hometown and travel to Washington, DC. Visit the National Mall and explore the Smithsonian’s American History Museum. The museum offers a treasure trove of American heritage with an extensive collection of iconic items like the Star-Spangled Banner and the First Ladies' Inaugural Gowns. After self-touring and an independent lunch, depart for the National Archives. The spacious rotunda of the National Archives contains the original Declaration of Independence, Constitution, and the Bill of Rights. For the first time in modern history, all the pages of these documents are on display to the public. This evening, enjoy dinner included before checking into your hotel.

Day 2 – Saturday, November 14
After breakfast at the hotel, meet your local guide in the lobby and depart for Triangle, VA. Visit the Quantico National Cemetery, a 725-acre cemetery for veterans who served in the US Armed Forces. Participate in a Flag-Laying Experience before departing for a tour and lunch on your own at the National Museum of the Marine Corps. A lasting tribute to the US Marines, the Museum’s soaring design evokes the image of the flag-raisers of Iwo Jima. After, depart to explore the National Museum of the US Army. The Museum will celebrate over 240 years of Army history and honor our nation’s Soldiers and provide the only comprehensive portrayal of Army history and traditions and will offer educational experiences to illustrate the Army’s role in building and defending our nation. Following your tour, depart for the National Harbor to stake out your viewing seats for the Veteran’s Day festivities: fireworks and tree-lighting ceremony. Enjoy free time to explore, shop and have dinner on your own before returning to the hotel for the evening.

Day 3 – Sunday, November 15
Enjoy breakfast at the hotel before departing to meet your guide at Arlington National Cemetery. No land in America is more sacred than this square mile. It is America’s shrine to valor and sacrifice. Experience a tram tour of the grounds and stop at the gravesites of President John F. Kennedy, US Army General John J. Pershing, the Tomb of the Unknown Soldier and the Ord & Weitzel walking gate to see the US Marine Corps War Memorial. Following your tour, depart for the National Archives to claim your seat for the Annual Veteran’s Day Parade! A Monumental Salute to the Veterans honors those who bravely served our country during the past century of our nation's history. A special ceremony takes place in honor of all our war veterans, including WWII, The Korean War, The Vietnam War, The Gulf War and the War on Terror. This historic event will feature veteran speakers as well as choirs and bands from across the country as part of the ceremony. Boxed lunches will be provided. After, attend the Veteran’s Day Celebration at National Harbor’s Spirit Park. The park will welcome a crowd of veterans, first responders and elected officials and dignitaries from throughout the region, to celebrate Veterans Day. Dinner this evening will be included at a local restaurant before returning to the hotel for the evening.

Day 4 – Monday, November 16
After breakfast at the hotel, check out and pick up your guide. Enjoy a motorcoach tour of Washington memorials. Stops will include the Air Force Memorial, Marine Corps Memorial, US Navy Memorial Plaza, Vietnam Veterans Memorial, the Lincoln Memorial, Korean War Veterans Memorial and the National WWII Memorial. Following your tour, depart for home with an independent lunch stop enroute.
