Day 1 – Wednesday, July 15
A morning departure from your hometown has you traveling to Staunton, VA where you will check into your hotel for a three-night stay. Dinner is on your own this evening.
Hotel (3 nts): Hampton Inn Staunton (40 Payne Ln, Staunton, VA 24401)

Day 2 – Thursday, July 16
Following breakfast, you will depart for Charlottesville, VA to visit Thomas Jefferson’s Monticello. Here you will learn about this fascinating Renaissance man who first became famous for writing the Declaration of Independence and then as the 3rd President of the United States. During your visit, you will discover his passion for politics, agriculture, architecture, reading and inventing. After, depart for a delicious lunch at Historic Michie Tavern, once owned by Patrick Henry’s father. Get a taste of the 18th Century and see where travelers dined and lodged more than 200 years ago.
This afternoon you will visit and tour James Monroe’s Highland. From 1799 to 1823, the 5th President of the United States was categorized as a small planter who raised tobacco on a farm of approximately 500 acres. He was also a statesman, lawyer, diplomat and Founding Father that served as President from 1817 to 1825. One of his accomplishments was the 1823 Monroe Doctrine, a U.S. foreign policy framework addressing America’s security and commercial interests in the Western Hemisphere. The doctrine addresses how the United States would conduct foreign relations with newly independent nations in Central and South America and how to curb European ambitions in Western Hemisphere territories. Your guide will lead you on an outdoor history walk, which includes the site of the recently discovered 1799 Main House. After your tour, return to Staunton to enjoy dinner at a local restaurant.

Day 3 – Friday, July 17
Enjoy breakfast, then it’s all aboard the Virginia Scenic Railway where you will experience the charm and beauty of Virginia’s Shenandoah Valley as the Alleghany Special ventures westward from historic Staunton through the beautiful farmland of the Shenandoah Valley on a destination bound for the George Washington and Jefferson National Forests. A 3-hour excursion including a sit-down lunch. This afternoon you will enjoy a wine tasting at one of Staunton’s local wineries. Dinner is included this evening at a local restaurant. After dinner, you will depart for a performance at the Blackfriars Playhouse. The American Shakespeare Center’s Blackfriars Playhouse features performances of Shakespeare’s plays and contemporary works and is the world’s only recreation of Shakespeare’s Indoor Theatre.

Day 4 – Saturday, July 18
After breakfast, you will check out and depart for a visit to the Woodrow Wilson Presidential Library & Museum. Retrace the inspiring journey of our 28th president at The Woodrow Wilson Museum as you stroll through seven galleries which explore Wilson’s early years, his eventful presidency, suffrage, prohibition and World War I. After your visit, depart for home with an independent lunch stop enroute.
