Day 1 – Monday, May 4
A morning departure from your hometown has you traveling to your first overnight lodging. Dinner is on your own this evening.

Day 2 – Tuesday, May 5
After breakfast at the hotel, check out and depart for Holland, Michigan, for the annual Holland Tulip Time Festival. Tulips came to Holland, Michigan with Dutch settlers. In 1927, a biology teacher for Holland High School recommended a day festival at a Woman's Literary Club meeting. The idea caught on and the city sold bulbs for a penny to residents in 1928, resulting in the first Tulip Time event in 1929. Arrive in the early afternoon to enjoy lunch on your own in the area. After, visit Dutch Village where you will see Dutch folk dancing, wooden shoe carving, Amsterdam street organs and, of course, tulips! Nelis’ Dutch Village plant over 30,000 bulbs each year for the Tulip Time Festival. Live entertainment is continuous throughout the day. Enjoy dinner this evening at a local restaurant. Following dinner, check into your hotel and relax for the night.

Day 3 – Wednesday, May 6
This morning, following breakfast at the hotel, visit the Veldheer Tulip Gardens, Holland’s only tulip farm perennial garden. In 1950, Vern Veldheer started a hobby farm with 100 red tulips and 300 white tulips. Today, Veldheers plants over 5 million tulips for you to walk through and enjoy! Here, you will also visit the DeKlomp Wooden Shoe & Delft Factory where you can watch craftsmen carve wooden shoes by both hand and machine as well as view the famous Dutch pottery. DeKlomp is the only production facility in North America, offering over 400 different hand-painted Dutch pottery items.
Following lunch on your own, meet your Dutch-costumed guide for a tour that includes Holland’s historic areas, city parks, Hope College, Tulip Lands and downtown Holland. After your tour, enjoy dinner in the area. This evening, enjoy a spectacular show before returning to your hotel.

Day 4 – Thursday, May 7
Following breakfast, check out of your hotel and spend the morning at the Windmill Island Gardens. The gardens are home to the last working windmill allowed to leave the Netherlands in 1964. The historic windmill 'de Zwaan' (meaning graceful bird) is the highlight of the park and stands amongst 36 acres of exhibits, gardens and natural areas. The mill still turns and grinds grain into flour and a tour up 5 floors is the highlight of any visit to the park. Afterwards, depart for your last night of lodging where you will enjoy dinner and some free time before you check in to your hotel.
