Day 1 – Friday, December 4
Depart from your hometown and travel to visit the Lee Hill Mansion in Newport News, VA. Learn about the origins of holiday traditions while exploring 19th and early 20th century period decorated rooms in the Christmas Through the Ages tour. After, check into your hotel before departing again for the drive-through Celebration in Lights in Newport News. Now in its 33rd season, Virginia’s first holiday drive-through light show features two miles of fanciful holiday scenes created with over one million lights. Installations include light tunnels, falling snow, penguins, polar bears, snowmen, and more! After the lights display, the group will head to Historic Boxwood Inn for Christmas High Tea and holiday dinner featuring hors devours, a full Christmas-themed buffet, 25 different tea selections and desserts (menu TBD). Day 2 – Saturday, December 5

In the 18th century, illuminations--the firing of guns and lighting of fireworks--celebrated major events such as the birthday of a reigning sovereign, military victories, or the arrival of a new colonial governor. Join Colonial Williamsburg for this special day by strolling the Historic Area and viewing all the unique decorations. See the timeless tradition of lit candles in the windows of shops and homes along the Duke of Gloucester St with seasonal music filling the air from Williamsburg-community ensembles. Follow the Yule log from Capitol Circle to Market Square and enjoy the Fireworks spectacular finale. After festivities, return to your hotel to enjoy a delicious Prime Rib Buffet (dinner is late this evening, approximately 8:00PM). Meals: B, D
Day 3 – Sunday, December 6
Enjoy breakfast and another “relaxed start” at the hotel before checking out and departing for Virginia Beach. Travel to Mermaid Winery & Restaurant for an included lunch and wine-tasting event with a live entertainer singing holiday favorites during your meal (menu TBD). Watch 18th-century demonstrations and hear stories of Christmases past from costumed characters. Lunch will be on your own at the café.

After the tour, depart and continue to your hotel for the evening. After checking in and getting settled, meet your guide and depart for an included Farewell Dinner at The Point (menu TBD). End the evening with an Illuminated Monument driving tour – see Washington DC’s grand buildings, memorials and monuments sparkle! There will also be a stop at the Pathway of Peace to see the National Christmas Tree, surrounded by 56 state, district and territory trees. After, return to the hotel for the evening. Meals: B, D
