Day 1 – Tuesday, September 29

Depart for the Illinois Rock & Roll Museum on Route 66. Guests can purchase Route 66 Passports here! Please note that not all stamp stops will be visited on the tour. Meet your Route 66 Expert Tour Escort here. Escort will remain with the group until Day 13. Next up is the Joliet Area Historical Museum. Get your photograph taken at Route 66 Diner Scene! Enjoy free time and dinner on your own in downtown Joliet. There are shops and restaurants downtown, or head to the riverfront and try your luck at Harrah’s Casino!

Day 4 – Friday, October 2
Enjoy breakfast at the hotel prior to checking out. All along the route watch for giant “muffler men,” murals and nostalgic gas stations. Stop for a photo opportunity with the Gemini Giant, a towering 28-foot-tall statue that was inducted into Route 66 Hall of Fame of Illinois in 2000. Another photo op at Ambler's Texaco Gas Station, also known as Vernon’s Texaco Station and Becker’s Marathon Gas Station. It also serves as the town’s visitor center. Visit Route 66 Association of Illinois Museum and Hall of Fame. Take a photo with the largest Route 66 shield mural, painted on the museum’s back wall. Enjoy lunch on your own in Pontiac, before departing for Illinois State Fairgrounds Route 66 Experience. The Experience, a self-guided tour with vintage billboards, a drive-in movie theatre, Legends Neon Sign Park, and a tribute to muffler men. Depart for Route 66 Motorheads Bar and Grill, Museum and Entertainment Complex. The walls are adorned with vintage memorabilia, photographs, and artifacts that tell the story of Route 66. Enjoy a dinner included while at the museum before checking into your hotel.
Hotel (1 nt): President Abraham Lincoln Springfield - a DoubleTree by Hilton Hotel (701 E Adams St, Springfield, IL 62701).

Day 5 – Saturday, October 3
Enjoy breakfast at the hotel prior to checking out. As you depart for St Louis you will follow the original alignment of Route 66 which was only in operation for about 4 years and ran west of its intended path. You will stop at the Chain of Rocks Bridge. Enjoy lunch on own at City Foundry STL offering 17 local restaurants before departing for your hotel in St. Louis.
Depart for the Gateway Arch. For more than 55 years, the monument has provided breathtaking views from 630 feet in the sky. Take a pre-boarding tour and Top of the Arch Tram Ride. Embark on a Skyline Dinner Cruise with live music, a chef-inspired menu, and captivating views of the St. Louis skyline before returning to the hotel.

Enjoy breakfast at the hotel before checking out and departing for the National Museum of Transportation. The museum’s 190 exhibits feature an entire section on Route 66 and traveling the “Mother Road” during the peak of its popularity. Enjoy an included lunch at a local restaurant before stopping for a photo op at the Wagon Wheel Motel. Arrive at the Murals of Cuba with 14 outdoor murals depicting local and national history. Depart for the hotel and check in before dinner at a local restaurant. After dinner explore Rt 66 Neon Park and have those cameras ready. Depart for the hotel for the evening.

Day 7 – Monday, October 5
Enjoy breakfast at the hotel prior to checking out. Today will include a 26-mile tour of the original Route 66 in Pulaski County, lunch on your own before arrival at 1903 Courthouse Museum and Old Stagecoach Stop, a visit to Route 66 Museum followed by dinner included at a local restaurant. After dinner you will check in to your hotel for the evening.

After breakfast at hotel, you will check out and depart for the History Museum on the Square for a guided tour followed by a driving city tour. Take the road less traveled on the original 66 and arrive at Gary Gay Parita, a living museum that allows visitors to immerse themselves in the past. You will have photo op stops on the way to Red Oak II before checking in to your hotel where you will enjoy included dinner and drinks at the hotel.

Day 9 – Wednesday, October 7
Enjoy breakfast at the hotel prior to checking out. A step-on guide will join you on tours of Joplin City Hall, Route 66 Mural Park, Grand Falls, the Bonnie and Clyde hideout, and the Candy House.  Continue along Mother Road into Kansas to see the Cars on Route 66, Gearhead Curios, Baxter Springs Heritage Center & Museum. Enjoy a catered lunch in the solarium, followed by a guided tour of the museum. You will make your way through Kansas and before you know it you are in Oklahoma! Oklahoma touts having the longest stretch of Route 66- about 383 miles. Pass through Micky Mantle’s hometown of Commerce and look for the neon sign for Waylon’s KuKu, and the Coleman Theater. Continue to the Tulsa Suburb of Catoosa. Get a photo at the Blue Whale of Catoosa before checking into your Tulsa hotel. Free time this evening and dinner on your own at any of the restaurants within walking distance of your hotel.

You have an included dinner before departing for a tour via Bricktown Water Taxi in the heart of downtown Oklahoma City.  After the tour you will return to your hotel where you will stay for the next 2 nights.
