Day 1 – Monday, May 11

Day 3 – Wednesday, May 13

Your tour will include driving and walking as we view many of its original 21 squares, embraced by ivy-laced homes and buildings, most built during the antebellum period. View notable sites such as Forsyth Park, Savannah’s Squares, Cathedral Basilica of St. John the Baptist, River Street, and much more! Enjoy lunch on your own along the riverfront. This afternoon, visit the Mercer-Williams House. Initially designed for General Hugh Mercer, great-grandfather of songwriter Johnny Mercer, the House was made famous for its role in the movie Midnight in the Garden of Good and Evil. Enjoy dinner this evening at another one of Savannah’s wonderful restaurants!

Day 4 – Thursday, May 14
Enjoy breakfast before checking out and departing for Beaufort, South Carolina, a scenic harbor town overlooking the Beaufort River. Founded over three centuries ago and colonized by the British, Beaufort is renowned for its architecture and antebellum mansions. More recently, this charming town has appeared on the big screen in classic films such as Forrest Gump, The Big Chill, The Great Santini, and The Prince of Tides. Your visit to Beaufort features a Narrated Horse-Drawn Carriage Tour highlighting this southern treasure's rich history and appeal! Enjoy lunch on your own before departure for Wadmalaw Island and the Charleston Tea Plantation. After an informative factory tour, take an educational Trolley Ride through the tea fields. Afterward, enjoy an iced or hot tea and time to browse the gift shop. Before arriving in Charleston, enjoy a photo stop at the famous Angel Oak, a Southern live oak believed to be 400 to 500 years old. This must-see “symbol of Charleston” measures over 66 feet tall, has a circumference of 28 feet, and from tip to tip, its longest branch has a distance of 187 feet. Arrive in Charleston for a two-night stay. Enjoy dinner at one of Historic Charleston’s acclaimed restaurants tonight.

Day 5 – Friday, May 15

After breakfast, meet your local guide for a fun-filled day touring Charleston! The Battery promenade and Waterfront Park overlook Charleston Harbor, while Fort Sumter, a federal stronghold where the first shots of the Civil War rang out, lies across the water. Enjoy a Horse-Drawn carriage ride in the Historic District, clip-clopping past beautiful sights like Rainbow Row, The Battery, and historic South of Broad homes. This afternoon, enjoy some free time to explore Charleston at our leisure. Later today, enjoy a scenic narrated cruise while enjoying enthralling tales of the city’s colorful past, viewing notable landmarks such as Fort Sumter, the aircraft carrier USS Yorktown, The Battery, the Ravenel Bridge, Castle Pinckney, and other sites from the past and present.
